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The Corner Spot is a “pop-up” park and storefront in downtown Ashland where businesses can test-drive their market and residents can come together. The Corner Spot is intended to stimulate economic activity, attract new developers and business owners, and increase foot traffic downtown to help support existing and future business. The Corner Spot is located at 6 Cherry Street and serves as the home for new businesses to "pop up" every 1-6 weeks, allowing residents to enjoy a variety of potential additions to the Ashland business community. Even more than a business opportunity, The Corner Spot serves as a downtown destination, the place to catch up on town news, exercise or have a business meeting or connect with a friend.
The Corner Spot offers outdoor seating, tables and chairs, a children’s play area, porch swings and a free mini library.  The businesses that “pop-up” in the 300 square foot storefront have the opportunity to run their business based on there business plan and schedule to “test” out their success with the hopes of finding permanent space in Ashland. 
Purpose: We are seeking business owners who are looking to start a new business and test the market in a downtown setting. We are looking for business owners who are looking for growth and who are planning to continue their business in a permanent location.

III. Description of your scheduling preferences. This should include:
a. Length of time desired
b. List of preferred Weeks- List 1st, 2nd, 3rd choice
c. Preference of month
d. Describe how flexible you can be on dates
e. List dates you are unable to manage
f. Please note if you would like to be on a cancellation list
IV. List of operating needs (i.e. electricity, refrigeration, etc.)
V. List of equipment being supplied.
Additional Requirements
· Must comply with all permits, including Board of Health requirements
· If selling food, only prepared foods may be brought in
· No cooking is available on premise
· Must clean up and lock up each day
· The last day everything must be removed and must be left the same way it was found. 
Costs 
· Non-refundable application fee $50 per week will be due to the Ashland Affordable Housing Trust 7 days after signing (check made payable to Ashland Affordable Housing Trust). 
· $50 Utilities fee per week (check made payable to Town of Ashland) 
· Refundable Security Deposit required to hold date and cover any costs of damages, $500 per week. Cancellation Fee $500 unless we can fill slot.  (check made payable to Town of Ashland)

· Business may request 1 week or more, not to exceed 6 weeks 
· Schedule: Friday-Thursday
· Move-in: Thursdays after 5pm
· Move-Out: Thursday before 1pm
