Each chapter is like a prose poem, shedding increasing light on the challenge of finding "home" without the illusion of permanence, a quest based not on ownership but on affinity and familiarity with an area and its people. Cynthia Huntington expands her theme through images of the landscape, the shack, the new marriage. The shack, named "Euphoria," is built as a house set on stilts above the sand, to take the wind under it. Only a partial shelter, it is inhabited for only one season a year, yet it endures.

WEDNESDAY NIGHT READERS: 
This group generally meets on the 3rd Wednesday of the month at the Library at 6:30 p.m.   On September 11th the group will discuss Sold on a Monday, by Kristina McMorris.  For struggling reporter Ellis Reed, the gut-wrenching sight of a sign reading “2 Children For Sale” evokes memories of his family’s dark past.  The sign sits on a farmhouse porch in 1931, but could be found anywhere in an era of breadlines, bank runs and broken dreams.  It could have been written by any mother facing impossible choices.  Reed snaps a photograph of the children, not meant for publication.  But when it leads to his big break, the consequences are more devastating than he ever imagined.  Inspired by an actual newspaper photograph that stunned the nation, Sold on a Monday is a powerful novel of love, redemption, and the unexpected paths that bring us home.
